Llanllugan Burial Ground

There have been a few complaints following the recent cutting of the grass at the 
burial ground.  Some headstones have been damaged and pots on graves which may 

have been caused by the strimmer.  The Clerk was asked to contact the grass cutter to


determine whether he has insurance to cover the damage.


It was also noted that there is an elder tree growing in part of the boundary wall that 


may need attention soon.

b) The Clerk asked whether the council would be happy for her to undertake 


     training on a course run by SLCC called Working With Your Council.  The cost if


     shared with Tregynon would be £25.   It was proposed by Cllr Willetts and 

     seconded by Cllr Davies that this could be done.  All were in favour.


c)  The invoice from Vision ICT Ltd for the council website for £264.38 (£225 + Vat) 
     was approved for payment.  A grant for £225 had been agreed by the Trust Fund 
     towards this cost.

Llanfair Forum

Cllr Evans explained that each area of the Forum had been give 170 low energy light 
bulbs to distribute amongst its communities.  It was agreed that half would be given 


out at the Cefn Coch summer fair and the rest at the Adfa Sale of Work.

     views.  At present the only way to communicate with residents is through the 
  
     notice boards in Adfa and Cefn Coch as the cost of posting to the 235 dwellings 
     would be too prohibitive in both time and money. 


     It was agreed that the situation would be made easier once the web site was 

     established although there would still be a number that would have to rely on the 
     notice boards.


     A request had also been made for councillor email details but it was decided that 


     the address and telephone numbers were sufficient ways to contact councillors.
