i)   Erection of an Extension at 4 Maesgwastad, Adfa - P2008 0754

     The councillors were happy to support this application.


ii)  Change of Use from agricultural land to touring caravan park and campsite,


      Carmel Caravan Park, Cefn Coch.  P2008 0791

      Councillors had concerns about the increased volume of traffic using a very 

      
      narrow road.  Any improvements made to the road could not be made at the narrowest 
      point because the applicant did not own this area.  They were also concerned about the 
      sewerage system being able to cope and the possibility of flooding. They decided to
      
      object to this application.

iii) Siting of 13 holiday chalets at Carmel Caravan Park, Cefn Coch   P2008 0897 


     Whilst having concerns about the increase in traffic, the council did not object to 


     this application.


iv) Powys County Council had written to ask for views on:

d)  It was agreed that the internal auditor, Beryl Foulkes should be given £20.


e)  A letter had been received from Cwm Llanllugan Community Centre explaining


     that due to problems they experienced last year the cheques they received from the 

     community council were not banked in time.  They now have a new treasurer and it 

     was agreed that a new cheque should be forwarded to them for £265, being £250 


     grant money and £15 hire fees for 2006/07.  Proposed Cllr Heward and seconded


     Cllr Hill.
