a)  A letter from Powys Highways, responding to the letter regarding the use 


     of Cefn Bach Lane made it clear that they did not intend to improve this 


     road.  They felt that any improvements would then encourage more use of 
     it as a short cut.


b)  Pot holes were reported on the Belan Ddu road and a blocked culvert by


     Glanyrafon.

Adfa Play Area


Cllr Heward reported that work was underway at the Ball area, the site had 
been prepared and the tarmac was due to be laid the next day.


This would be followed by the installation of the sports wall and perimeter 
fencing and the whole thing should be complete by the next meeting.

Finance

a)  Current account £2828.61 and deposit account £14598.27.  The Burial 
 
     account has now been closed and the remaining balance of £11.58 has been 
     transferred into the deposit account.  £12,600 has recently been received 
     from Powys County Council, a grant for the Ball area in Adfa.


b)  At the previous meeting the memberships to One Voice Wales and the 


     Society of Local Council Clerks had come up for renewal and had been


     approved pending agreement from the rest of the council.  All those present


     were happy that the council renewed their membership of these 


     organisations.


c)  The insurance renewal forms had arrived with £381.93 being requested.


     Councillors checked that the items on the renewal form corresponded with 
     the asset register.  It was decided that the payment should not be made until 
     the next meeting, giving the Clerk time to check whether the new sports 


     wall would need cover.


d)  The Councillors discussed the correspondence received recently from Mr 
     Mitchell, a resident of Adfa, regarding his concerns over the increase 
     
     in the Clerk’s salary.  Councillors discussed the fact that the increase 

     awarded brought the Clerk in line with the recommended guidelines for 
     salaries issued by NALC (National Association of Local Councils) and the
     SLCC (Society of Local Council Clerks) for 2008/09 and they were all 
     
     satisfied with the action they had taken.

The Clerk had made enquiries about the possibility of making Dwyriw into a 
single community instead of two wards.  The result would mean that there 
could only be one polling station for an area which was made up of two 
distinct communities based around Adfa and Cefn Coch.   Councillors agreed 
that the extra cost involved would provide the convenience of two stations and 
they were happy for this situation to continue for the time being.
