Planning

a) A letter had been sent by Powys explaining that procedures should be in 
    place for dealing with planning application time scales.  In most cases 21 
    days is given for a response time and it was suggested that a committee 

    could be set up to deal with anything that fell outside usual meeting dates.


    Councillors agreed that this matter should be dealt with at the September 


    meeting when the Standing Orders would be discussed.

b) Nuon Renewables had written regarding their proposed wind Farm at Rhyd 
    Ddu near Llanerfyl and offered to meet with councillors if requested.

Highways

a)  Adrian Jervis from Highways had sent a reply on the question of kerbing


     used by Powys County Council.  There was still concern however about the

     use of half battered kerbs on some of the more narrow roads where 

     councillors would prefer to see splay kerbs.


b)  Pot holes were developing further on Llanwyddelan bank and one was 

      noted on the C2015 just outside Adfa and these would be reported.
