Planning

a) UDP Modifications - A document had arrived from Powys regarding further


    proposed modifications to the Unitary Development Plan.

b) Planning application for the erection of a dwelling (amended proposal) at 


    Plot 4, adjacent to Rhiewlas, Cefn Coch.  P2009 0625

    The council discussed this application and resolved to support it.


c) Information had been received relating to the proposed Llanbrynmair wind 


    farm.  Powys County Council is a consultee and as such has asked for any


    comments to be forwarded to them.

Highways

A letter had arrived from Highways explaining that the pot holes recently 
reported would be attended to.  They also explained that the new kerbing 
installed in Cefn Coch by the new developments was in line with the original 
edge of the carriageway. 


Councillors discussed the type of kerbing being used now and asked the Clerk 
to find out why the recent policy was to use the upright type rather that the 45 
degree splayed type.

b)  Internal Auditor Report – Beryl Foulkes had carried out an internal audit 


     on the council’s accounts and had found them to be in order.  The only 


     observation was that the two outstanding cheques from the previous year


     were still present in the calculations and these would need to be dealt with 


     before next years accounts were prepared.


     Councillors discussed a payment to be made for the internal audit and 


     agreed to pay £25.


c)  Insurance of the Sports Wall – The cost of insuring the new sports wall will


     be £99.47.  The council discussed this and agreed that all the assets should


     be properly insured and it was resolved that this insurance should be taken 


     out.
