Councillor Attendance

It was reported to the council that Councillor Huxley had failed to attend six meetings 


during the last six months and as a consequence was automatically disqualified from 


being on the council.  A Casual Vacancy was declared for the Llanllugan Ward and 
notices would be displayed.  In the event of ten local electors requesting it then an


election would need to be held.  If this had not occurred within two weeks of the 


vacancy being declared then the Clerk would post notices requesting applications to 


fill the vacancy.

Highways


a)   It was noted that the stretch of road between Carmel and Cefn Coch had 
      now been re-surfaced.  It was also reported that part of the edge of the road

      between Llanwyddelan and Adfa had begun to deteriorate and this would 


      be reported.


b)  Street lights

     A request had been made to Cllr Benbow that one of the street lights in 

     Cefn Coch is switched back on.  The resident was concerned as there was a 
     disabled person living there and in the event of an emergency the lack of


     light could make things difficult.  It was also agreed that there were a lot of


     cars parked outside the houses at this point and councillors decided that it 


     would be safer if the street light left on at the edge of the village was 

     changed to this point.  It was resolved that a request would be made to 

     switch CCX07 off and switch CCX08 on.


     There had also been concern expressed about the lack of light at the other 


     end of the village but it was agreed that little could be done at this location.

10.
Finance

a)  The current account contains £8,528.51 and the deposit account £71.22.


     The Clerk reported that an error had been made following the last meeting


     and the account was allowed to become overdrawn following presentation 


     of the cheques.  A charge of £24 was initially placed on the account but this


     has since been removed due to an error on the part of HSBC for allowing 


     an overdraft facility on the account.  The council agreed that the Clerk 


     should be able to speak to HSBC.  This is not possible at present as the 


     Clerk is not a signatory and the matter will be looked into.


     A sum of £3,562.14 had been received in reclaimed Vat. 


b)  Invoices for payment:


     i)  An invoice had arrived from G Francis for the groundwork at the play 
          area.  It was agreed that £2,300 should be paid.  Cheque no. 100261


    ii)  An invoice for a contribution to the Llanfair Crossing Patrol had been 


         received.  It was agreed that £100 should be paid this year and the 


         amount given would be re-considered next year.  Cheque no. 100262

Llanllugan Burial Ground


Cllr Evans and the Clerk had met with Huw Evans at the burial ground and he

had subsequently provided a quote for work required to the gates and concrete 


path.  It had become apparent that responsibility for the path belongs to the 
Church so joint funding would be necessary.  The Clerk was asked to get the

quote separated between the two works and the council agreed to apply to the


trust fund for the work required to the gates.  A discussion was also held 


regarding the possibility of reversing the kissing gate to ease access which


everyone thought would be a good idea.

Revision of Standing Orders


Copies of the Standing Orders had been distributed amongst the councillors 

and these were considered.  It was proposed that a separate standing order 

should be created to allow the council to create any sub-committees that they


felt to be necessary.  It was also proposed that with immediate effect a 


planning sub-committee should be created with all councillors as members in


order to consider any planning applications that fell outside the council’s 


normal meeting dates.  Everyone was in favour of these two proposals and 


they were carried.

Ysgol Rhiw Bechan Admission Meeting

This meeting had been postponed until October.

Defibrillator Group

Cllr Heward reported that the Adfa defibrillator group had now become a part 
of the Cefn Coch group to be known as the Cefn Coch and Adfa Defibrillator 
Group.

Community Land Trust


Cllr Benbow reported that following a number of meetings of the Community 
Forum a Community Land Trust had now been set up within the Llanfair 
district.   This will be set up as a separate company and shares are being 
sold at £1 each.  The Trust is looking for funding and land and will make 
decisions on how to operate at a later date.

Recycling in Powys

In response to the request for glass and cardboard recycling facilities for Adfa


a letter had arrived from Powys explaining about their new proposals.  From 
2010 these items will be collected on a weekly basis along with all other 

recyclable material directly from each household.  Refuse will then be 
collected fortnightly using wheelie bins where practical.

Councillor Training

The Clerk told the councillors that training was being made available to them


from One Voice Wales, courses to be held in Castle Caereinion.  Councillors


would think about whether they were able to make these courses.
