Highways

a)  Members of the council and Adfa Village Hall committee had met with Chris 
 
      Lloyd from Powys Highways to discuss the provision of a footpath by any 

      potential developer at The Old Timber Yard site in Adfa.  The Village Hall 


      Committee, the owners of the village car park, had expressed the view that they


      would prefer to see a footpath on the garage side of the highway and not in front 


      of the car park.  The council discussed this further and were in agreement with


      this.  It was resolved that the Clerk should take this back to Chris Lloyd and also


      ask whether a line or similar could also be provided by the developer to mark 
      
      the edge of the car park.


b)  A number of pot holes were reported, particularly on the stretch of road between


      the bottom of Llanwyddelan bank and Adfa.  There was also a section of road that 
      had crumbled at the edge near Glanyrafon and the road by Erw Hen had 

      deteriorated further.  These matters would be forwarded to the Highways 

      Department.

Adfa Play Area

Cllr Heward reported that the Adfa Recreation Committee had decided to close as the


work was now complete.  At their final meeting they had agreed to hand all 
remaining money, about £1500, over to the Dwyriw Community Trust Fund so that 
the money could remain in the community and be used for recreation activities.
