a) Playground Signs – It was noted that two new playground signs had been erected

Planning


a)  Applications granted – Reserved matters at Plot adj. Plas Coch, Cefn Coch

b)  ECOCAS windfarm application, Carno.   Details had arrived about this proposed 
     windfarm with comments to be sent to the Secretary of State.  A copy of a letter 
     sent by Carno Community Council was read out and councillors were in 

     agreement with all the points they raised.


c)  Application to site a temporary caravan at Hafod Sech, Cefn Coch (renewal)


     Councillors agreed not to make any comment.


d)  Powys UDP modifications – update.

6.
Highways

a)  A developer has shown as interest in developing the Old Timber yard site in Adfa


     and Powys had asked for the council’s views on siting a footpath in the area.  A 
     number of options had been suggested and it was agreed that a site visit would be


     arranged jointly with Adfa Village Hall committee who owned the car park. 


b) A number of pot holes were highlighted and would be reported along with blocked 

     drains.


c) It was noted that in some areas grit that had been left out in the early autumn had 


    washed away in the rains before it could be used during the cold spell.  The 

    suggestion was made that grit bins might be useful although these are expensive to

    provide.


d) Cllr Saul explained that the school bus had become covered in a dark substance 
    that had been picked up on the road outside of Adfa and was very difficult to 

    remove.  He wondered whether it could be resin from the wood chipping going on 
    at the site just outside the village.

7.
Adfa Play Area

Powys had asked whether the council would like to take up their offer of a ROSPA


inspection of the play area again this year and all were in agreement that this would 
be a good thing.

8.
Village Hall Funding

Councillors were in agreement that they would like to fund the village halls again and

agreed to make the decision of how much during their consideration of the budget.

Finance

a)  The current account contains £5678.92 and the deposit account £1221.27.


b)  A budget prediction was circulated to the meeting.  Councillors decided to 

     increase the amount suggested for the burial ground in order to begin work on 


     repairing the boundary wall during the coming year.  They also agreed to increase


     the amount given to the village halls by £50 each so Cwm would get £250 and 
     Adfa would get £350.



     Cllr Benbow proposed that the precept amount be set at £2550 for 2010/11, a 

     decrease on the previous year, this was seconded by Cllr Davies and all were in 
     agreement.


c)  Invoices for payment – the ROSPA fee of £58.75 was approved for payment 


     Cheque no. 100266


d)  Fidelity Guarantee.  The fidelity guarantee currently stands at £2000 cover to 

     safeguard the council’s money.  The cost of raising this to £8000 would be £20.16 


     and it was decided that this would be a good thing to do as funds often reached 
     amounts greater than £2000.  Proposed Cllr Saul, seconded Cllr Willetts and 
     
     all were in favour.

Work had begun on concreting the posts for the gates just before Christmas but the 
snow and ice since had prevented any further work continuing.
