Highways


A number of problems would be reported:  Water from the U2386 by Crugnant was 


running down and damaging the U2386.  The gulley on Ty Cerrig bank is blocked 
again, a gulley between Llanllugan and Fronhaul is blocked again and the layby 
edges have deteriorated further between Llanwyddelan and Adfa.

Cllr Heward reported that it was hoped there would be an opening event for the play 
area which would also mark the end of the Adfa Recreation Committee.  This would 


be held in June with a barbeque and information available about both the Trust Fund 
and the newly formed Adfa Defibrillator Group which had joined with the Cefn Coch 
Group.
