Annual Report 2010/2011
In May 2010, £7,814.37 was received from Infinis for distribution to the Dwyriw Community and during the following year 15 applications were made to the Trust Fund.  Adfa Village Hall was the first to be successful with a grant of £1,200 enabling it to purchase 40 chairs for the hall.  New Mills Village hall sought assistance with the cost of building alterations because, although outside of the electoral area, there were a number of Dwyriw residents regularly using the hall.  As a consequence the trustees awarded a grant of £1000 to help them with their costs.

Two members of the Young Farmers travelled to Kenya to work on a project there and they were each given £250 to help with their travel costs.  A member of the community applied for assistance with setting up a new business following redundancy and they were given a £350 grant to help with this.

An application was made in January for a grant to help with the cost of a training course and £350 was awarded for this.  Dwyriw Community Council was also successful with its request for funding towards a new notice board in Adfa and was given a £1,000 grant.

At the final meeting of the year the Trustees agreed a grant to buy commemorative mugs for all the children in the area aged 16 and under.  The mugs were to mark the marriage of Prince William to Katherine Middleton.

In total over the year 5 students were given grants towards the cost of their studies.  

A further £1,596.44 was paid into the account during the year following the dissolution of the Adfa Recreation Committee.  After administration costs the total left to be carried forward to the following year will be £4,344.41
