Annual Report 2009/10

 £7,875.87 was received from Novera Energy for the benefit of the community within Dwyriw for the 2009/10 year.  This, added to the remaining funds from the previous year, meant there was £11,290.52 available for applicants.  A number of different organisations and individuals have benefitted with a total of £9190 being allocated in grants.

The first grant given for this year was awarded to the Institute, Cefn Coch to replace rotten windows.  The newly created Adfa Defibrillator Group was given some money towards the purchase of a defibrillator machine for the village and also for CPR equipment.  Cwm Llanllugan Community Centre was able to buy a second table tennis table and the Community Council received a grant to pay to repair the gates at Llanllugan Burial Ground.  St Mary’s Church, Llanllugan had a grant at the same time to pay towards the repair of part of the concrete path running through the Burial ground gates.

Cefn Coch ATB were successful in obtaining funding towards the cost of a sward aerator for use by its members and the Adfa and Cefn Coch WI bought a croquet set to use for practice and in competitions.

Adfa Garden Club had a grant towards the cost of speakers for the forthcoming year and past members of the Adfa Recreation Committee were offered funding to help put on a village event.  The final grant was given to Llanwyddelan Church to buy new tables.

Over the year, six students were given grants towards the cost of their studies.

After administration costs there was £1,487.02 left to be carried forward to the next year.
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
